Capulets Gregory and Sampson are hanging out on the street.  Sampson bites his thumb at Abraham Montague.  They fight.  Benvolio Montague (Romeo’s cousin) breaks up the fight but when Tybalt Capulet (Juliet’s cousin) sees this he starts to fight with Benvolio.

Do you bite your thumb at me, sir?

SAMPSON 

No, sir, I do not bite my thumb at you, sir, but I
bite my thumb, sir.

BENVOLIO 

Part, fools!
Put up your swords; you know not what you do.

What, drawn, and talk of peace! I hate the word, As I hate all Montagues, and thee: Have at thee, coward!

Tableaux 2
Paris asks Capulet (Juliet’s dad) for permission to marry her.  Meanwhile, Lady Capulet (Juliet’s mom) and Nurse talk to Juliet about her marrying Paris.
Tableaux 2
In action

CAPULET 

My child is yet a stranger in the world;
She hath not seen the change of fourteen years,


PARIS 

Younger than she are happy mothers made.

CAPULET 

And too soon marr'd are those so early made.
Nurse 

A man, young lady! lady, such a man
LADY CAPULET 

What say you? can you love the gentleman?

JULIET 

I'll look to like, if looking liking move.
Tableaux 3

Romeo and his friends sneak into the Capulet’s party.  Romeo and Juliet meet.  They flirt, kiss, and fall in love.  Romeo realizes Juliet is a Capulet when Nurse tells him Juliet’s mom is the lady of the house.  Nurse tells Juliet her new love is a Montague.
Tableaux 3
In action

Nurse 

Madam, your mother craves a word with you.

ROMEO 

What is her mother?

Nurse 

Marry, bachelor,
Her mother is the lady of the house,


ROMEO 

Is she a Capulet?
O dear account! My life is my foe's debt.

JULIET 

My only love sprung from my only hate!
Too early seen unknown, and known too late!
Tableaux 4

Tybalt (Juliet’s cousin) tries to fight with Romeo for crashing a Capulet party but Romeo has just secretly married Juliet and does not want to fight.  Romeo’s best friend, Mercutio, think that’s lame so he fights Tybalt and dies.  Romeo, so angry for letting his best friend die, kills Tybalt.

In action

TYBALT 

Romeo, the hate I bear thee can afford
No better term than this,--thou art a villain.
ROMEO 

To such a greeting: villain am I none;
I do protest, I never injured thee,
But love thee better than thou canst devise,

MERCUTIO 

O calm, dishonourable, vile submission!
Draws
Tybalt, you rat-catcher, will you walk?
TYBALT 

What wouldst thou have with me?
MERCUTIO 

Good king of cats, nothing but one of your nine
They fight, Mercutio is stabbed

MERCUTIO 

I am hurt.
A plague o' both your houses! They have made worms meat of me!

Dies
Tybalt and Romeo fight, Romeo kills Tybalt

ROMEO 

O, I am fortune's fool!

Nurse and Lady Capulet find Juliet “dead.” Capulet, Paris, and Friar Lawrence enter shortly after and also lament that Juliet is dead.  Only Friar Lawrence knows that she is really alive; he gave her a potion to keep her vitals low for 48 hours so she can escape with Romeo to Mantua where he is banished and avoid marrying Paris.

In action

Nurse
What, dress'd! and in your clothes! and down again!
I must needs wake you; Lady! lady! lady!
Alas, alas! Help, help! my lady's dead!
LADY CAPULET 

O me, O me! My child, my only life,
Revive, look up, or I will die with thee!
CAPULET 

Death, that hath ta'en her hence to make me wail,
Ties up my tongue, and will not let me speak.
FRIAR LAURENCE 

Come, is the bride ready to go to church?
CAPULET 

Ready to go, but never to return.
PARIS 

Have I thought long to see this morning's face,
And doth it give me such a sight as this?

Tableaux 6

Romeo hears of Juliet’s “death” and returns to Verona.  He finds her lying “dead” in the tomb and drinks poison just seconds before she wakes up.  When Juliet finds Romeo lying dead next to her she takes his dagger and stabs herself and dies.
