Sound board: The Tempest
Cut out the lines from The Tempest.  Give them to students to shout over and over as you control the rest of the class making storm and sinking ship sounds.  Work with the class to adjust volume and speed at your signal.
Down with the topmast

Bring her to try with the main-course

All is lost! To prayers, to prayers! All lost!

Mercy on us!

We split, we split!

Farewell, my wife and children – Farewell my brother!
Logic activity: The Tempest
Divide the class into groups of 4.  Each member of the group has one of the letters.  Together, figure out what character is A, B, C, and D.  Or divide the class into 4 groups and give each group one of the letters.  Each group should determine what character they have and the identity of the other characters mentioned in their strip.
A – You think C is a good dad but you are angry that he still treats you like a baby

B – You want C to like you and are scared what will happen if you make C angry

C – You love A very much but you treat her like a baby. You knew B’s father a long time ago and hate him.

D – You agree with everything that C says but you like making trouble
